O. Brown entered the Omega 

Chapter on died Monday, Sept. 

6, at his home. Six distinguished 

men initiated into the Omicron 
Pi Chapter of various years 

served as pallbearers at the will 

of the family and safeguarded 

him to his final resting place at 

Temple Garden of Memories.  

 On Oct. 21, 1965, he became a 

member of the Epsilon Iota 

Chapter in Austin; established 

Omicron Pi Chapter in Waco 

on July 18, 1974; Basileus of 

Omicron Pi, 1973-1976; mem-

ber of Epsilon Sigma at Tillotson 

College in Austin; and Parlia-

mentarian, Omicron Upsilon 

Chapter in Waco. The Omicron 

Pi Chapter established the Dan-

iel O. Brown Scholarship in his 

honor on Dec. 3, 2000. In July 

2006, he was honored by the 

Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. 

for 40 years of service. He grad-

uated from Dunbar High School 

in Temple and attended Tillot-

son College in Austin and later 

graduated from Paul Quinn 

College with a bachelor’s de-

gree and received a lifetime 

teaching certificate from the 

State of Texas, and a doctorate 

in education from Prairie View 

A&M University. He also was 

licensed by the Texas State 

Board of Examiners as a profes-

sional counselor in May 1983. 

As his brothers placed the flow-

ers of Brother Brown around 

him at the cemetery the stood 

proud and tall as they wore 

their purple Kinta Cloth Stoles 

bearing the Greek Letters - 

WYF - Omega Psi Phi, em-

bossed in gold; the onlookers 

truly felt the love of one broth-

er to another.  The Brown Fam-

ily were appreciative for the 
work of the brothers; especially 

Brother Arthur Bryan. 
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In kindergarten, I was the president of the sand box associate; in Junior High, I was co-captain of Junior Varsity Bas-

ketball and Football (the only moment of  my Football career)-go figure. In high school, I served as President of the 

Future Farmers of America local chapter and Vice President of the Class. In college, I served as President and Drill 

Team Commander of the National Society of Pershing Rifles (Company Q-17). In the Army, I served as Platoon Lead-

er and Company Commander. And currently I’m serving as the Program Manager of the largest Army Energy Pro-

gram.
